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Article I:
Meeting Procedure

A. Meetings shall be held on the second Tuesday of the month.

B. The meeting procedure shall be governed by Roberts Rules of Order.

C. Club business shall be conducted only in the presence of a quorum.

D. Special meetings may be called at other than scheduled times providing that at least two-thirds of the total ACTIVE MEMBERS are notified. Any motions passed at such meetings must be by a two-thirds majority of the total active membership.

E. Members must be present at the meeting to vote.

F. A quorum consists of thirty three percent or greater of the total active membership.

G. Motions must be passed by the vote of fifty one percent or greater of the membership in quorum.

H. In order to make a  change in the by-laws, a motion must be made and seconded by members in good standing at regular meeting. This motion may not be voted upon by the general membership until the following meeting and then only if all members in good standing not present at the first said meeting are notified within one week after motion is made and seconded. By-law change shall be passed only if fifty percent of the total active membership are present at the vote on the motion.

Article II
Membership

A. Membership shall be open to the owner or principle operator of a Corvette as determined by two thirds or the quorum. Spouse of owner/principle operator shall have the option to apply for membership. Spouse will be defined as a person residing at the same residence of primary member, using drivers license as proof of residence.

B. Members must be at least eighteen years of age.

C. Individuals applying for membership must complete an application.

D. An individual's membership commences with the payment of the membership fee.

E. All members are required to join the National Council of Corvette Clubs within ninety days after their payment of membership fee. The National Council membership must be through the Carolina Corvettes and not through any other club.

F. Failure to join or renew membership in the National Council of Corvette Clubs results in the suspension of member

G. Upon disposal of a member's Corvette or termination or membership, all identifying insignia of Carolina Corvettes must be removed from the member's Corvette.

Article III
Dues and Fees

A. All dues and fees are payable to the club treasurer only.

B. A membership fee of ten dollars shall be levied upon those obtaining membership. Spouse membership fee shall be five dollars.

C. Single membership dues shall be five dollars per month for active members, payable at the first meeting of the month. Spouse dues shall be two dollars a month.

D. A member failing to pay dues for three consecutive months is subject to inactive membership. This status will be initiated by the treasurer who will call or designate an officer to call the delinquent member. The member will be asked if they want to catch up on their dues or be put on an inactive membership list kept by the treasurer. The "Officers Page" of the newsletter will note any change from active to inactive membership.

E. Officers will be reimbursed for club dues in the January following their term of office.  If an officer is unable to complete their term of office, the portion of club dues paid will be reimbursed in the following January.  Officers will be responsible for paying their NCCC dues.

Article IV
 Status of Membership

A. Suspension

1. Suspension may be imposed upon a member for:

a) Conduct unbecoming of a member as determined by two-thirds of total active membership.

b) Failure to join or retain membership in the National Council or Corvette Clubs.

c) Disposal of member's Corvette under grace period limitations.

2. A member under suspension loses all voting rights and membership privileges. Membership may be regained only by a new membership application and new membership procedure. All past due debts to the club must be paid before reinstatement of membership.

B. Inactive Membership

1. A member may become inactive at his request.

2. Inactivity consists of forfeiture of voting privileges and attendance at all club functions.

3. Inactivity may be for an indefinite period of time.

4. Active membership may be regained without payment of initial fee or dues during the period  of inactivity. All past dues must be paid before reinstatement.

C. Period of Grace Membership

1. Any member who ceases to own or operate a Corvette shall be given a six month grace period  to obtain another Corvette which complies with membership requirements. The period shall start with the date of sale of the member's Corvette.

2. A member in grace shall have the same privileges and obligations as an active member.

3. At the end of the grace period, the member must become inactive or go under suspension.  

Article V
Election of Officers 

A. Election of officers will take place at the November meeting. Offices will be open for  nominations at the October meeting.

1. A member will not be able to vote if they are behind in their dues or National Council payments.

2. A member in good standing must attend at least four meetings during the year the voting takes place.

B. Any officer failing to comply with tasks which are duties of his office may be censured or removed from office by a 2/3 majority vote quorum.

C. Any vacancy other than that of the Presidency shall be filled by a general election.

D. The vacancy of the Presidency shall be filled by the Vice-President.

E. Any temporary vacancy shall be filled by another officer.

Article VI  Point System

A. Member of the Year.     The point system shall be used to determined the male and female Member of the Year Award.

1. CCI Club Member of the Year – A trophy will be given to the male and female member who compiles the most points from inner club events. 

2. CCI NCCC Member of the Year – A trophy will be given to the male and female member who compiles the most NCCC points from all events..

Article VII
Expenditures

A. All persons requesting payment from the Carolina Corvettes Inc. must prepare a voucher  listing all expenditures and attach proof of expenses, consisting of sales slip or receipt.

B. No expenses shall be incurred by persons other than members in good standing.

C. All expenses paid out by the treasurer will be itemized and reported to members at the meeting following payment.

D. Types of expenditures:

1. Club expenditure-- An expense incurred by the club, for the club.

2. Individual Event Expenditure--An expense incurred by an Event Chairman of a club approved event.

a) All club expenditures and individual event expenditures should be presented in budget  form to the club at least one meeting prior to the date of the event. At this meeting the budget must be approved by a majority of the club quorum before any payment of expenses is made.

b) Expenses in excess of 10% of the budget must be approved by a majority in quorum before any payment of the expense is made.

c) After the club event or expenditure is completed, a summary of the expenses and/or income must be presented at the meeting immediately after the expense has been incurred. Summary must include a comparison of budget expense to actual expenses.

d) Individual miscellaneous expenditure-- A miscellaneous expense incurred by an individual club member. All individual miscellaneous expenditure less than $10.00 must  be approved by the treasurer. 

e) All expenses in excess of $10.00 must be approved by  majority vote of the club in quorum before expenses are paid.

E. Monetary advances may be issued under the following conditions:

1. Advance must be for items presented in a budget.

2. Budget must have been previously approved by the club in quorum.

3. Advance must be for specific items included in budget.

4. Advance receipt slip must be signed by the member in good standing receiving advance.

5. Advance will be considered as partial payment on event expenses and will be deducted from final payment of expense.

6. Over advancing shall be refunded within 30 days after date of the event.

Article VIII
Savings Account Withdrawals

A. Transfers of any funds from savings to checking must be voted on and approved by 2/3 of members present.

Article IX
Duties of Club Officers

A. The duties of the President shall be to:

1. Preside over all regular and special meetings of the Club at which he is in attendance, except that he may relinquish the chair to engage in debate.

2. Vote in the case of a tie vote.

3. Sign and direct the signing of all orders or acts necessary to carry out the will of the club.

4. Act as the representative of the Club to outside persons or to other organized bodies  whenever necessary.

5. Establish temporary committees as may be necessary.

6. Appoint the chairmen and membership of all committees, if necessary.

B. The duties of the Vice- President shall be to:

1. Assume the duties of the President during the absence of the President.

2. Act as ex-officio member of all committees.

3. Coordinate club communication.

4. Manage all business regarding visitors and prospective members.

a) Recognize all visitors and new members at each meeting.

b) Distribute applications, visitors packages, and new members packages as necessary.

c) Review applications and introduce prospective members.

d) Inform prospective members of voting procedures.

e) Complete and retain a copy of all membership applications.

C. The duties of the Secretary shall be to:

1. Manage all official correspondence of the Club.

2. Prepare and mail all announcements and Club literature to the members, with exception of the Club Newsletter.

3. Keep authentic records of the meetings of the Club.

4. Provide at each meeting lists of active members, chairman membership of all committees, a copy of the Constitution and by-laws and adopted rules of  parliamentary procedure.

5. Call meetings to order in the absence of the presiding officers.

6. Authenticate all records by the signature of the president.

7. Provide for the typing and duplication of records of committees.

8. Maintain the accounting of points for all members for the Member of the Year Awards.

D. The duties of the Treasurer shall be to:

1. Act as official custodian of all funds of the Club and as  disbursing officer.

2. Keep the funds of the Club in a bank.

3. Keep an accurate record of the source of all monies paid out and receipts and vouchers to cover each expenditure.

4. Pay all bills as authorized by the membership.

5. Submit a summary of the finances of the Club at each regular meeting.

6. Hold and handle the sale of all badges, emblems, and such items as may be purchased from the Club.

7. Purchase and maintain all Club Trophies as authorized by the membership.

8. Summit a copy of the most recent bank statement for inclusion in the June and  December club newsletter.

E. The duties of the Governor to the National Council of Corvette Clubs shall be to:

1. Represent the Club at all meetings and activities of the National Council within financial  ability of Club.

2. Coordinate all joint activities between the Club and the National Council.

3. Process applications for membership in the National Council and collect and forward  National Council membership dues.

4. Report to the club on all NCCC activities.

5. Coordinate all communications between Club and NCCC ( sanction requests, flyers,  insurance waivers, issuance verification form, event results).

6. Maintain the Competition Members of the Year Points for both awards.

F. The officers are responsible for all club property.

G. The duties of the Editor of the Newsletter shall be to:

1. Prepare and publish the Club Newsletter. This newsletter will contain the "Officers Report" page as attached to the By-laws. The purpose of this page is to keep members informed of club business. 

POINT SYSTEM

For Member of the Year Awards

1. A member shall receive three points for attending a regular meeting.

2. A member shall receive three points for attending a club event (non-NCCC).

3. A member shall receive the following points for entering or working an NCCC competitive event of Carolina Corvettes, Inc.  The awarding of these points will be determined by the event chairman as follows:

8 points shall be awarded to chair, work or participate in the event

3 points shall be awarded if in attendance to watch.

4. A member shall receive NO points for missing a competition or non-competitive event regardless of reason.

5. A member shall not receive his meeting points if he fails to pay his dues. (For that meeting and all afterward  until he pays them and then he shall not have these points in question awarded.) The meeting will be considered over when the person responsible for collecting the dues has left.

6. A member shall receive eight (8) points for chairing a large event (such as, but not limited to full day, weekend, rally, banquet), five (5) points to chair a small event (such as, but not limited to a half-day outing, dinner, sporting event, breakfast), but receives no club points for entering or participating.

7. A member will receive no more than two points for any  one or all of the following:

A. Obtaining food for a club event.

B. Procuring tables chairs, etc. for a club event.

C. Auditing treasurer's books.

8. A member will receive three points for sponsoring a new member.
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
